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Reading Promotion Activity

Guest Reader

Basic Ingredients for a Successful Activity 

 The following may be altered to fit the demands/needs of classroom teacher or media specialist.

Who:

 A fifth grader must read 6 books by a certain author, or in a certain subject area. 

         

 A third or fourth grade classroom of students.

What:

 A fifth grader will be a guest speaker in a third or fourth grade classroom.

Where:

 Classroom of a third or fourth grade teacher.

When:

 Time must be pre-arranged between classroom teacher, media specialist, and 



 guest reader. The guest reader will visit the classroom during the scheduled 



 Reading Time of the school day.

How:

 Guest reader will read aloud one text (story, poetry, etc.) to the third or fourth 



 grade students. Ideally, the chosen text will relate to a topic being taught in the 



 classroom.

Why:

 To reward the fifth grader with being a special guest in the younger classroom.



 To show the younger students that reading is still fun, even as you get older!

Sample Lesson

Mrs. Peach is the Media Specialist at Forest Grove Elementary School.  She is meeting with        Ms. Corso’s 5th grade class today in the school library. Before she starts the day’s lesson she informs them of a new activity in the school--- the chance to visit a younger class and be a guest reader! She hands out a flyer to each student and explains how one can become a guest reader. She goes over each of the steps outlined on the flier and gives the students time to find a book of their interest. 

Daisy is a fifth grader who loves to read. She eagerly completes the required reading and hands in her form. Meanwhile, Mrs. Peach has been in touch with the 3rd and 4th grade teachers. She has a schedule of the units that each class is learning as well knows Reading Times.

Mrs. Peach has arranged for Daisy to read aloud to Ms. Plum’s 3rd grade class. Ms. Plum’s class has been learning about fairy tales this past week. They just read the story of The Three Little Pigs. Daisy can read one of two books to the class—The Three Pigs by David Weisner or The True Story of the Three Little Pigs by John Sciezka.
