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Online Databases:

Although the school offers many databases, the following ones will be most helpful to your search. For most of the databases if you log on at school, you do not need any usernames or passwords. If you need to access the databases from home, all information can be found on page 3 of your Agenda Book. 
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    You need to enter user information to access this database at school and home.

When you enter the database, you may choose either World Book Student or World 
Book Advanced to use for your search. Enter search terms applicable to the topic of 
your choice. This is a great starting place for general information about your topic.
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We have used SIRS before so you should be used to its layout and features. Search by 
Keyword or Subject Heading to find results. Remember to use the blue subject links at 
the end of the article summary—they may lead you to more sources that are suited to 
your topic.
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When you enter the database, click on the CONTINUE button. On the next screen use the FIND search field, and enter any of your search terms. Search by Subject Heading or Keyword to find resources. *You have the option to limit your search results to full text only—check this option so you bring back only sources that are in full!*
