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Booklist: This magazine is published 22 times a year by the ALA and gives reviews for over 8,000 recommended books, reference sources, and audiovisual materials. Reviews are for recently published materials. Editors and reviewers follow selection criteria for Adult Books, Books, Youth Books, Media, and Reference Books. A star indicates an outstanding material in its genre. Overall, this seems like a strong selection source as it strives to remain current and recommends top quality material that accurately reflects our ever changing world.

School Library Journal: This is a monthly publication that reviews books and audio visual material. A committee of 300+ reviewers works to find the best new general trade books. Reviewers assign appropriate grade levels to material and those outstanding in their genre are awarded a star. Both positive and negative reviews are given and often comparisons are made between new materials and those already found in libraries.

Horn Book Magazine: This is a bimonthly publication that reviews new books as well as features articles and commentaries related to children’s literature. It is very selective and reviews only texts that demonstrate the highest standards of plot and writing style. A beneficial feature is that this magazine also reviews outstanding audio books.
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
